3. ADMINISTRATIVE CONTROL BOARD-GENERAL POVVERS­

APPOINTMENT-BYLA WS.

A. The District shall be governed by an Administrative Control Board ("Board") for

the governance of the District, appointed as specified in Utah Code Title§ 17D, Chapter I, Part 

3, initially consisting of nine members as follows. The County Council shall appoint up to two 

elected officials, unless applicable state law requires otherwise. One municipal elected official 

shall be appointed from each municipality located in whole or in part within the District whose 

citizens receive basic services from the District, each appointed by the legislative body of the 

respective municipality. Appointments shall be made in writing and filed with the Clerk of the 

Board. The Clerk of the Board shall administer oaths of office to board members and maintain 

records of those oaths. 

B. The Salt Lake County Council hereby delegates to the Board, to the extent

authorized by statute, the legal authority to exercise any right, power, or authority that the Salt 

Lake County Council possesses with respect to the governance of the District. The Board may 

make rules and regulations governing the administration, management and operations of the 

District's garbage and recycling collections, transportation and processing services. The Salt 

Lake County Council retains only those legal powers and duties specifically set out in state 

statute as retained by the County. 

C. The qualifications, terms of office, specific Board member powers and

responsibilities shall be as provided by state law and the provisions of this Resolution. The Board 

shall adopt rules and regulations governing its internal activities and rules of procedure, including 
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
